 Appropriate black shoes (closed-in, non-slip, leather upper, low to 

moderate heel)  

 Black socks with pants only, or stockings with skirt  

Where students are not required to wear a uniform, they are expected to maintain a 

suitable personal presentation and grooming, and abide by any dress code set by the 

organisation on whose premises they are working or studying.
